1.1. Enhancements to the Reliability and Emergency Reserve Trader 

Date of Notice: 13 September 2019 

This notice informs all Registered Participants and interested parties (Consulted Persons) that AEMO is 

conducting a consultation on changes to the: 

• Procedure for the Exercise of Reliability and Emergency Reserve Trader; and 

• Procedure for the Dispatch and Activation of Reserve Contracts 

collectively ‘the Procedures’. 

This consultation is being conducted under clause 3.20.7(e) of the National Electricity Rules (NER), in 

accordance with the Rules consultation requirements detailed in rule 8.9 of the NER.  

Matter under Consultation 

The matter for consultation is the set of necessary updates to the Procedures as a result of the 

‘Enhancement to the Reliability and Emergency Reserve Trader’ rule determination dated 2 May 2019 

(linked here) and amendments to the RERT guidelines dated 25 July 2019 (linked here). A high level 

summary of the changes to the Procedures is as follows: 

• The Procedures have been combined into a single document titled ‘Procedure for the Exercise of 

the Reliability and Emergency Reserve Trader’. 

• Most of the content of the existing Procedure for the Exercise of Reliability and Emergency 

Reserve Trader is redundant and has been deleted in the combined draft. Redundant content has 

also been removed from the Procedure of the Dispatch and Activation of Reserve Contracts.  

Note that changes are tracked against the current version of the Procedure for the Dispatch and 

Activation of Reserve Contracts.
