Last Consumer Change Date (LCCD) Update

e AEMO advised that MSATS LCCD obligations has commenced as of 1 November and noted that two
issues have been raised and are currently under investigation. Further details relating to the LCCD
update and issues raised are outlined on slide 8 of the accompanying slide pack.
